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Cave hotel and museum with centuries of family history and ownership

Historic mountain village, hand-carved 100 year old stone house and cave rooms, next to Hittite cave city, absolute tranquility and authentic setting.

The village house includes 11 stone and cave rooms as well as a carved restaurant with authentic fireplaces to keep the place warm in all seasons. The quality of the cave rooms makes one feel cool in the summer and warm in the winter. Volcanic rock called "tufa" is perfect insulation material. It keeps the temperature between 17 - 20 degrees Celsius throughout the year. All rooms are different from each other in their size, shape and qualities, but they each have the signature curves, texture, cupboards, fireplaces, arches and decorations characteristic of the region but also the village’s local civil architecture.

The Hotel’s commanding location gives you the full view of the ancient village of Akköy as well as the surrounding valleys and mountains with three such village formations, fertile fields, and the unique landscape of Cappadocia. The Cave Hotel is owned and managed by Mehmet Güleç, born and raised in Akköy while the village was still fully inhabited back in 1960s. The hotel is marked by its serenity, comforting hospitality and welcome of its owner and its staff, the unique features of the village, and custom-designed tours and expeditions in order to satisfy your needs in the areas of historical site-seeing, nature tours and biotourism.  

The kitchen provides meals that are prepared from fresh ingredients every day. Food includes organically grown, local produce, without chemicals: seasonal fruits and vegetables, home made yoghurt and local honey and home-made bread.

Dog Bark Park Inn
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The worlds largest Beagle, offering unique accommodation inside it's 2 story body.

This B+B Hotel offers two fantastic connected rooms in a one-of-kind wooden dog. Even the toilet is disguised as a fire hydrant!!

With the two big dogs signaling your arrival to Dog Bark Park visitors may walk the grounds, browse the gift shop and artists' studio featuring the whimsical chainsaw artwork of husband and wife artists Dennis and Frances. Canine carvings are a specialty although visitors are apt to find fish, feline, bear, moose and Lewis & Clark themed carvings as well. At Dog Bark Park the artists enjoy sharing dog, travel and life stories as well as assisting visitors in planning their vacations. 

Dennis J. Sullivan, a self-taught chainsaw artist, has been carving for over twenty years. Frances joined him fifteen years ago and has also learned chainsaw carving. Their "big break" came in 1995 when carvings were sold on QVC television. They did nothing but carve wooden dogs for 18 months (their children barely remember seeing them during those days!). They made what seemed like a bundle of money, invested it all in developing and building Dog Bark Park where visitors most likely will find them happily creating art until, like the pine they use, life returns them to the earth. 

At Dog Bark Park they specialize in creating folk-art style wooden canine carvings. Dennis and Frances create over 60 different breeds and poses of dogs and often work from customer's photos to create carvings in the likeness of their canine companions.

Palacio de Sal -- Salt Hotel 
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Palacio de Sal Hotel & Spa newly remodeled and unique in the world, is completely built in salt. 

The hotel was built in 2007 under at the eastern edge of Salar de Uyuni, 25 km away from the town of Uyuni, 350 km south of Bolivia's capital La Paz. The building is constructed of about 1 million 35-cm salt blocks, which are used for the floor, walls, ceiling and furniture, including beds, tables, chairs and sculptures. The hotel has a dry sauna and a steam room, a saltwater pool and whirlpool baths. There is also a 9-hole salt golf course.

You'll also see stunning sunsets (you're 3650m above sea level), with an amazing backdrop of the mountain ranges in the distance and the amazing landscape of the Salar de Uyuni.

EcoCamp Patagonia
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Sustainable geodesic domes & guided treks in the heart of Torres del Paine National Park.

Patagonia´s first fully sustainable accommodation and the world’s first Geodesic hotel, EcoCamp opened its eco-friendly doors in 2001 and has been welcoming nature lovers ever since. EcoCamp offers upscale camping in domes inspired by the region’s ancient nomadic inhabitants, resistant to the wild Patagonian outdoors and utilizing sophisticated green technology. Guests trek through scenic landscapes by day past rivers, glaciers, mountains and wildlife, and relax in EcoCamp's domes at night with delicious food and wine.

Giraffe Manor 
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It's a genteel six-room country estate outside Nairobi,  Kenya, where a herd of giraffes intimately interacts with guests.

Giraffe Manor is set in 12 acres of private land within 140 acres of indigenous forest and is only 20 kilometres from Nairobi city centre. Built in the 1930s, this luxury boutique hotel has maintained all the charm of the era. Inspired by the manor’s original decor, we have designed our six double bedrooms with large four poster beds, antique furnishing, striking art decor and spacious bathrooms. The Karen Blixen suite is ideal for families and has direct access to the courtyard which opens onto the giraffe sanctuary.

The draw here is walking the grounds with the giant giraffes nearby, and sitting down to breakfast and dinner while giraffes poke their heads through the windows to eat right out of your hand. Giraffe Manor offers you an unparalleled experience of the giraffes, with them vying for your attention at the breakfast table, the front door and even your bedroom window. 

Giraffe Manor is also home to many characters including warthogs, bushbuck, dik dik and more than 180 species of birds and has a striking view of the Ngong hills.
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Jules Undersea Lodge

Underwater hotel, where you need to dive to enter.

When guests visit Jules' Undersea Lodge in Key Largo, Florida, they discover that the name is no marketing gimmick. Just to enter the Lodge, one must actually scuba dive 21 feet beneath the surface of the sea. Entering through an opening in the bottom of the habitat, the feeling is much like discovering a secret underwater clubhouse. 

Jules' Undersea Lodge manages to reach a perfect balance of relaxation and adventure. It started out as the La Chalupa underwater research laborator in the 1970s, and was one of the most advanced research habitats created. While special research projects are still undertaken, the running of the site now supports divers who wish to book either of two rooms for extended saturation stays underwater. 

The main feature of each room is the large, 106 cm round window that looks out into the sea. While you're looking out into the murky beyond, the fish are looking in at you. The mangrove lagoon in which Jules is located is a natural nursery area for many reef fish. Tropical angelfish, parrotfish, barracuda and snappers peek in the windows of the habitat, while anemones, sponges, oysters and feather-duster worms seem to cover every inch of this underwater world. 

Guests explore their marine environment with scuba gear provided by the Lodge and are given an unlimited supply of tanks.
Utter Inn

Floating, underwater hotel, where you sleep in an underwater aquarium.

Underwater hotel in a Swedish lake near Stockholm. The Utter Inn is the brainchild of Mikael Genberg, a local artist and sculptor who has chosen to focus on "making art for the public". The single room of the hotel lies 3m below the surface of Lake Mälaren in Västerås, Sweden and contains only twin beds and a table. 

It opened in June 2000 on the coldest, rainiest day in the whole summer. Despite that it was a great success. Not only did all the untested solutions work, it also attracted a lot of people. 

The Utter Inn stimulates the most typical of Swedish dreams; to have a small Swedish red house with white garbles on your own island. On top of that you can spend your night three meters underwater with panoramic windows in all directions. 

This alternative dwelling also includes a sense of risk taking and adventure that tends to expand the sensory input. One should not forget the psychological term "transfer of exaltation". Roughly explained it is about man's tendency to transform the experience of fear to an experience of love. You don't want to feel afraid so the brain changes the emotion to something far more pleasant. You feel more alive. In this sense arranged, controlled fear can be very important. 

Guests of Utter Inn arrive at the port of Västerås and they are taken the 1 km out to the hotel on the lake Malaren and provided with an inflatable boat, instructions and are then left alone.

Guests have the opportunity to use an inflatable canoe to visit the closest uninhabited island. Some have enough courage to swim or to sunbathe upstairs, or watch the fish (both upstairs and downstairs). 

There is a remarkable feeling to go to bed while the fish are surrounding and watching you carefully. You are in an aquarium - for fish to be beholders of man. 

Jumbo Jet Stay
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The first property in a 747 jumbo jet on the ground. With 27 rooms and 75 beds, this 1976 vintage plane guarantees a memorable night for guests.

This is a real 1976 Jumbo Jet, retired and converted to hostel and cockpit accommodation.

Choose between a couple of suite rooms, budget dormitory, twin and three-bed combo rooms with shared shower and toilet in the corridor or the luxury suite in the converted cockpit with its panoramic view of the airport. At Jumbo Stay you're guaranteed a unique and outstanding experience for all traveler budgets.

The first class lounge has been converted to provide a funky conference location on the upper deck of Jumbo Stay for up to 8 people. 

Woodpecker Hotel
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Treehouse set 13 metres above in the middle of a Swedish public park, with rope ladder access only.

Thirteen metres is a long way up any tree, let alone a 130 year oak tree in the central park of Västerås near Stockholm, Sweden. Reached via a sturdy, but wobbly rope ladder the platform has an impressive view of the park below and out to the lake beyond. Pull up the rope ladder and you retire to find the treehouse well thought out and equipped. 

While you need a head for heights to climb the rope ladder the property itself is on a very sturdy platform with a great vantage point over the people below you.

Wigwam Motel 
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This group of 15 teepees have a diameter of 14 feet at the base and a height of 32 feet. Unlike Indian teepees these steel and concrete constructions have modern conveniences, double beds and air conditioning. However, they still look authentic - and have been welcoming guests since the 1950's.

The story is taken up by John and Paul, sons of the founder. "Our father, Chester E. Lewis, had other motels along Old Route 66 in the 1930's in other Arizona cities. In that time period, the term franchises or chain motels were not known of, much less used. Mr. Redford was more interested in sharing his idea than making money. Mr. Lewis and Mr. Redford came to an agreement that radios would be placed in each Wigwam that would play for one half hour for a silver dime. Mr. Redford would then receive the dimes from the radios for a period of some years in payment for the use of his plans. 

There were seven of these Wigwam Villages built from the 1930's to the 1950's from Florida to California. There are several vintage automobiles that are around the perimeter of the property". 

IceHotel
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It's a hotel built from thousands of tons of snow and ice, and re-built every winter in the little village of Jukkasjârvi in northern Lapland, Sweden. It opens every year in December. 

 It was first created in the early 1990's and has become the global ambassador for this genre around the world. With 80+ rooms and suites, the property is a huge undertaking to be rebuilt every year. 

Lesson plan 

Topic:                                            UNUSUAL HOTELS

Objectives: 

a) to give a short presentation of unusual hotels in different parts of the world;

b) to activate hotel vocabulary;

c) to develop speaking skills.

Level: Intermediate.

Main outcome: students will be able to design an unusual hotel and describe its facilities. 

Aims:  1) students speak to 3 partners;

            2) students find out as much information as possible from each other;

Materials: lap-top or DVD player, worksheets with texts, paper and coloured pencils.

Introduction

This lesson summarizes and finishes the session of lessons about staying at a hotel and hotel facilities. It gets students talking to each other, interacting and cooperating. It develops speaking and reading skills and creative abilities. Students' own experience and opinions make the basis of all discussions and creative work.   

PRESIDURE:

Warmer: (5 mins)

Play video (http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=LF8SgTTkMpA&feature=relmfu) or CD recording of the beginning of the song "Hotel California" (the Eagles), then hand out the text and encourage students to sing.

Ask students whether this hotel is a usual or an unusual one.

Introduce the topic. Ask students to make guesses about the gist of our future discussion and the main outcome.

Vocabulary review (4 mins):

Hand out Task 1 and ask students, in pairs, to complete these sentences with the new words: accommodation, to book, comfortable, double, facilities, guests, pay in advance, put into a bill,  to record, service,  sign the register, single, a suite

Reading (2 mins): hand out Worksheets and ask students to read the information and make notes following the outline (on the blackboard or computer screen). 

Outline:

•The hotel’s name
•Its location

•What is unusual

•What will attract guests

•Facilities the hotel provides 
     Speaking (10 mins): in pairs, students share the information they have read according the outline. Then form small groups of three and let students share the information they have read with new partners. Encourage students to follow the outline.

     Brainstorming (2 mins): ask students to offer unusual ideas for new hotels in the Crimea. Reflect their ideas with the help of a spider gram on the blackboard.  

     Creating a team project (10 mins): put students in groups of 4, give them a large piece of paper and coloured pencils, ask them to design an unusual hotel in the Crimea.

     Presentation of team projects (10 mins): ask students to present their unusual hotels in the Crimea according to the outline above. Encourage students' questions to each team for more information and detail. 

     Home assignment (2 mins): to offer all documents of students' unusual hotels: guest cards, full list of facilities.
